A trophy and a prize of $300 will go to the school 

with the fastest aggregate time. Any number of 

students can enter but only the first 3 will be 

included in the total. There is no requirement to 

enter a special team, but they all need to put in the 

same “team name” on the second page of the 
registration. 

 

If you register on-line early you will be sent your race 

bib, with timing chip attached in the mail.  Then all 

you have to do is turn up on the day, and walk or run 

and have fun!
